The Bible speaks about the word life as referring to both
physical life and spiritual life as well. Jesus made clear to the
Jews that He was the focus of the Scriptures and that only He
could give spiritual life.  &"You search the Scriptures, for in them you thil
you have eternal life; and these are they which testify of M&'But you are not
willing to come to Me that you may have lif¢John5:39-40NKJ) Jesus was
addressing the Jewish leaders regarding His relationship with the
Father and pointed out that though they were physically alive,
they were spiritually dead and that since the Scriptures spoke of
Him, the Messiah, by rejecting Him they were rejecting the eternal
life that would only be offered through Him

In our present time, we often hear the terms pro dife and pro -
choice. These are terms that are used in the debate regarding
abortion, the process of terminating the life of the unborn. In a
euphemistic embracing of a culture where death of the unborn is
considered to be part of a womanhi
term pro -choice is better defined as pro  -abortion. Our society has
found itself to be guilty of the murder of millions of unborn
babi es.
